How to Click to View a TNT Object

« Select Tools / System / Preferences from the menubar in TNTmips.
 Turn Integrate TNT file access into Windows Explorer toggle on.

« Navigate to your geodata directory.

« Double-click on a Project File to show the contents of that file.

« Double-click on a spatial TNT object (raster, vector, CAD, shape, TIN).
« Add additional layers if desired.
