Raster Extraction Using Map Extents

DID YOU KNOW . . . you can specify the coordinates of a location to
extract from a raster object?

What Extracting Rasters with Map Extents Gives You

» Enter coordinates to define an extraction area

» See the coordinates entered as an elastic box in the View window

» Draw, resize, and move the elastic box to define an extraction area
< Automatic adjustment of coordinates based on the elastic box

Setting the Select option to Range on
the Extract tabbed panel lets you enter
the coordinates of the raster extraction
area on the Map Extents panel.

]\ The coordinates

entered are shown
as an elastic box in
the Raster Extract
Object View window.

The Map Extents panel
shows the coordinate
reference system of the
input raster. The current
CRS can be changed using

\ the Coordinates button.

When you draw, resize,
or move the elastic box,
the coordinates automati-
cally adjust.

How to Extract Rasters with Map Extents

* Select Raster/Extract from the menubar.

« Select the raster object(s) you want to extract from when prompted.

« Choose the Range option from the Select menu on the Extract panel.
Click on the Map Extents tab in the Raster Extract window.

Enter the coordinates of the area you want to extract.

Click on the Run button.
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
