Electing to use a glyph from a TrueType font for a symbol first
opens a Font Selection window that lets you choose any True-
Type font on your system. Once the font is selected, a window
opens that displays all the glyphs in the font so you can graphic-
ally select the desired glyph.
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Click on the Select
icon in the toolbar
then click on the
upper inside polygon
in the shield (left).
Turn on the Fill but-
ton and the red tile
in the color palette
(right).
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You can customize
this generic symbol
by adding a number
copied from another
TrueType font. Choose
Paste TrueType Symbol
from the Pattern menu
and select the desired
number. Resize and
position the box that represents the pasted
size, then click the right mouse button to
insert the number. Select the number and
fill with white. Fill any interior shapes
with blue.
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To make the
symbol so it
appears com-
plete over

any background,
choose Edit /
Copy with the
outer polygon
still selected.
Then click on the
black color tile
and turn off Fill.
