The Training Set Editor allows you to assign
a specific raster value to each class in the train-
ing set raster to match a desired class number-
ing system.

The last field in the class table is the “tag” value, or
desired class value. Clicking on this field opens a
prompt window that allows you to assign an output
value in the class raster for this class.

Set Editor can also be used to create and edit
a binary mask raster. The mask can be saved
and used in the classification process to de-
termine which parts of the input image are
included and excluded from processing.

manually enter duplicate tag
values, or select the classes to

Select By Attribute from the Radius option menu to assign
a unique radius for each point using the values in a
database table field. You can also enter a single radius
value for all points by selecting the All Same option.

The Training Set Editor Statistics Dendrogram
also can display updated
statistics for the current

training classes

(calculated on-the-fly from
the input raster set), as
well as a dendrogram
showing the degree of
spectral relationship
between the current

training classes.

With transparency effects
enabled, masked areas display
with a darker transparent gray.
