Increase Productivity with Windows 98

Use Multiple Monitors

Support for multiple monitors and hardware scrolling is an im-
portant new feature in Windows 98. As the resolution and size
of your workspace increase, so does your productivity. When
you add a second monitor (and a third, and a fourth ...), you can
spread your windows across both screens. You can resize win-
dows continuously from one monitor to the other, without stack-
ing one window behind another, and you can always have what
you’re looking for on top.

What limits productivity? For some intensive computational tasks,
you wait for the computer. But the computer waits for you
during interactive tasks such as editing, heads-up digitizing, en-
tering control points, designing a mosaic, map and poster layout,
feature mapping, defining a training set, and network path analy-
sis. For such tasks, you can finish sooner by increasing your
display area and spreading out your work. You can give your full
attention to your work without being limited by the size of your
work area.

By Scrolling By 2 Monitors

* No new equipment needed

» Use a 4Mb board with 256 colors

» Set W98 to use a larger area equal to 2 monitors

* Moving the mouse instantly scrolls the screen

* If you are using 1024 x 768 pixels, you can even set
the color depth at 16 bits and still scroll over twice
your old screen area

+ Add a second display board and monitor

+ 8 Mb display boards now sell for $100 or less

* Use the new monitor for a large View window

» Use an older 15-inch monitor for control panels

+ Scrolling also still works and can be set to be
vertical on each board to quadruple your
working area

IMPORTANT NOTE: If your current display board is a VGA board, its address on the bus is fixed and cannot be changed. Thus
address collision prevents you from adding a second board whose address is fixed at the same place (i.e., another VGA board).
Therefore, be sure one of your display boards is not VGA and has a feature that lets you change its base address.

The high-resolution capabilites of hardware scrolling and multiple monitors require D60 display support for TNTmips.
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
