
We Give You the Tools
Yes, we GIVE you the tools and
oh so many ways to use them.
HyperIndex Linker is an
authoring tool used in conjunc-
tion with TNTmips to organize
related geospatial data into a
HyperIndex stack, or atlas.  Once
you have used the tools to build
your atlas, you can:

• use the atlas on your ma-
chine with any TNT
product

• use it over your intranet
with single user access

• distribute it on CD-ROM
with TNTatlas

• use it over your intranet with
multiple user access provided by TNT-
server and a Java client and/or

• use it over the Internet with multiple user access pro-
vided by TNTserver and a Java client.

We will even post your atlas without charge for access
from our web site for six months.

One Size Fits All
You can use an atlas in all of the
ways described without any al-
teration of the data.  In fact, the
atlases shown here were created
and distributed on the CD-ROMs
illustrated years before TNT-
server was developed; yet the
contents of these atlases required
no modification for use with
TNTserver and the Java client.

There are two basic atlas or-
ganizational strategies:

• single layout
• hierarchical.

Single Layout Atlases
Single layout atlases use the
display-by-map scale feature
to reveal different layers as you
zoom in and out.  See the Nebraska Statewide atlas, which
is provided as a sample atlas at MicroImages’ web site.
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You do not need to
make a HyperIndex
stack for a single layout
atlas.

Hierarchical Atlases
Hierarchical atlases use
point and click naviga-
tion to go from one
level of the atlas to the
next.  A typical hierar-
chical organization
might take you from a
welcome screen to a
satellite image of the
state with a vector

county outline overlay.  A click in any county would
bring up a satellite image of that county with map quad-
rangle outlines.  Clicking in any quadrangle would then
bring up maps and imagery of that quad.  The Maryland
Statewide atlas is a hierarchical atlas used for examples
throughout the instructions for use of the TNTclient.

Flexibility
While constructing your hierarchical atlas, you define
index areas that link to the next level. An index area can

be a rectangle, circle, or
any irregular shape you
draw, or it may be an in-
dividual vector ele-
ment.  You can link
these index areas to:

• saved layouts
• raster, vector, or

CAD objects
• text files
• external files, such

as PDF, HTML, or
PowerPoint files

• web sites.

The procedures re-
quired to construct an atlas using a HyperIndex stack

from initial design to final assembly are described in
Getting Started: Constructing a HyperIndex—and these
are really all the tools you need.
