Thisatlasisasinglelayout atlas containing two vec-

tor objects: one that specifies land use and the

other that has points of interest and the road

names. This second vector object is only

drawn at map scales greater than 1:15,000.

You can, however, determine street names

without zooming in far enough for thelabels

to be drawn or legible by pausing the mouse

over the street of interest to obtain the DataTip.

The points of interest include selected mosques,

hotels, restaurants, and museums, which have identify-
ing DataTips.

Thisatlasisan excellent example of aproduct created entirely
in TNTmips using the language for its intended country of
distribution, inthiscase Turkey. Theatlaswasdistributed pub-
licly in apopular magazine proving that wide distribution of digital atlas materials can be achieved even in areas
where use of the Internet isnot yet widespread. This
same atlas could be posted without ateration for use
over the Internet with TN Tserver and any of thecli-
entsdeveloped by Microlmages.
