Turkish Hiking Map

HAT, Microlmages dealer in Turkey, prepared a hiking map for inclusion
in the October 1999 issue of GEZI/National Geographic Traveler to ac-
company an article on hiking in the Kazdagi region of Turkey. The Kazdagi
IS a mountainous region north of the Bay of Edremit in western Turkey
named for the highest peak in the region, whichis 1774 m (5820 ft) and is
also known as Mount Ida. One side of the map provides a false-color,
shaded relief, 2D image that covers an area of approximately 100 x 75 km
including the Bay of Edremit. Inaddition to shaded relief of theterrain, this
map presentsthe paved, secondary, and dirt roads, aswell asadministrative
boundaries.

The other side of themap providesa

variety of information about the re-

gion: mythology and history, flora

and fauna (including common and

Latin names), and ageneral discus-

sion of hiking in the area. In addi-

tiontothistextua information, apor-

tion of the shaded relief map centered
on Kazdagi isreproduced at asmaller scalewith hiking trailsadded. A grid
indicating arbitrary division into 6 piecesand directional arrowsare also over-
laid. This grid and ar-
rowsdefinetheareaand
view directionfor thesix
3D perspectiveviews of
the region. All of the
view directions are
roughly toward Kaz-
dagi, although the peak
isnot present inall viewsbecauseit ishidden by other peaks.
