It provides a single integrated system for GIS,
image analysis, CAD, GPS, desktop cartography, relation database man-
agement, surface modeling, and advanced geodata visualization. TNTlite
is identical to our commercial TNTmips except that it limits your project
size. However, this limitation is based on the spatial data density (com-
plexity) in each geodata layer, rather than its areal extent. Thus, the stor-
age and geospatial analysis of many of your site-specific projects can be
completed in this FREE version.

What Is the Catch? TNTlite provided on the enclosed CD is not a demo
system. There is no hidden catch—no time outs, no software protection
scheme, no missing features except exporting, no future costs, no gim-
micks, no sales personnel will call.

Why Is It FREE? Microlmages wants to help students throughout the
world learn advanced geospatial analysis. As aresult, 6 years ago TNTIlite
was created identical to our professional products, differing only by its
project size restrictions. As a by-product of this approach, site-specific
applications, such as those in archaeology and precision farming, auto-
matically fit within TNTlite.

TNTlite is now in use almost everywhere in the world except in some small
island nations. Itis especially popular in distributed education programs
since it can be provided free to remote students. The equivalent profes-
sional versions of TNTIlite, without export or size restrictions, are currently
installed in 130 nations and used in 25 languages.

TNTlite limitations are imposed only on
the size of your geodata layers: 614 by 512 cells per raster layer (any data
type, even floating point or complex numbers), 500 polygons in each topo-
logical vector, CAD, or TIN layer; and 1500 records of attributes of point
observations in each table in a relational structure.

To help you judge for yourself you will find
enclosed a CD containing TNTIlite 6.6 for use on a Microsoft Windows
platform (95, 98, NT, 2000, or XP). TNTlite is available for all popular
computer platforms with an identical interface and functionality. If you use
a Mac OS 9.x or 10.1, some flavor of LINUX, or a UNIX-based platform,
you can download TNTIlite for your specific platform or request a CD from
microimages.com.
