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and region generation with input from the mouse or aGPS
deviceeither inreal timeor fromaGPSlogfile.

Any user of a TNTmips professional system can create
atlasesfor usewith thefree TNTatlas products. TheHyper-
Index Linker tool, whichisused to generate hierarchical
atlases, isincluded with TNTmips. Singlelayout atlases
generally make use of map scale controlled visibility and
may include layersthat are hidden at all map scales until
the viewer chooses to make them visible. These atlases
can then be distributed on CD with TNTatlas or posted
onthe Internet or an intranet for usewith TNTserver.

TNTatlasfor Windows autostarts, installs, and startsfrom
an icon using familiar Windows procedures. Although
designed to be more than a simple viewer, both versions

/ of TNTatlas will openany objectinaTNTmipsProject File(.rvc) or
in supported external direct-use formats (TIFF/GeoTIFF, MrSID,
ECW, and TAB files) just as TNTmips does.

Some additional featuresnot found intheoriginal TNTatlasfor X are
available simply because of the Windows environment, such as dock-
ing/undocking toolbarsand legends. Other featuresavailableonly in

Legend Only pro-
videsastyle samplefor displayed element typesin each layer. Standard adds database access and el ement selection
control to the Legend Only features. You can also turn LegendView off. Style samplesand selection controlscan be
expanded/collapsed on alayer by layer basis using Windows' + and - icons.
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
