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TNTclient Reference View

Move around in a large area with the
locator box in the Overview Panel.
Drag and resize the box to redraw
the view area in the main panel.

Resize the panel area to show as much of
the reference view as you want by dragging

the resize button or the panel edge.

Right-button mouse tools in
the reference panel apply to
the reference view.

Right-button mouse tools in the
main panel apply to the main view.

This example shows how a scanned map in the refer-
ence panel can give useful information about the area,
such as town and road names and political boundaries.

Left View (Reference View)
• Adjust the size of the reference view by

dragging the panel edge.
• Reference view automatically main-

tains zoom relationship between 4x
and 12x.

• Drag and resize the zoom box to select the area displayed in
the main view.

• Use overview layer information to help understand features in
the main view.

• Change or freeze scale relationship between reference view
and main view using the right button menus.

• TNTserver site manager and atlas designer determine which
choices appear on the reference view’s mouse menu.

Right View (Main View)
• All navigation and tool

features remain available.
• Special mouse menu ap-

pears when right button is
clicked within main view.

• Grayscale selection applies
to image to make drawing
and overlay of color ele-
ments easier to distinguish.

• Relief shading operation
demonstrates embedding
functionality in the local
client for fast execution.
