The MicroImages web site hosts a growing collection of online
sample atlases.  Each atlas has been prepared in TNTmips,
but they include a variety of thematic content and approaches

to electronic atlas design.  The new atlases described below
have been contributed by MicroImages dealers during the
past semester.

A representative from Paraguay Online, a MicroImages dealer in
Paraguay, created this atlas while attending training at MicroImag-
es. It shows a sample area covering the most densely populated,
southeastern portion of the country.  The atlas consists of a single
layout, so no navigation links are required.  The core of the atlas is
a vector map of land use capacity (suitability) with an overlay of
administrative boundaries.  Land use categories include:

� agriculture � tree farms
� water � pasture
� urban � ecological preserve
� native vegetation managed for reasonable exploitation

In addition, a base layer of orthophotos is included for a portion of
the capital city, Asunción. Polygon fills for the land use polygons
are partially transparent, allowing the image and land use catego-
ry to be visible at the same time.

A multi-level sample atlas of Turkey was
prepared by HAT GIS, a MicroImages deal-
er in Ankara.  The layout on the top level
serves as a national transportation atlas
covering the entire country.  The home
screen shows a map of Turkey with the
boundaries and names of provinces.  Vis-
ibility of layers is set by map scale, so that
zooming in progressively reveals addition-
al layers with increasing detail, including:

� district boundaries
� railroads
� highways and roads classified by

surface
� rivers and streams
� lakes

The atlas layers were assembled in TNTmips with lay-
er names, labels, and database attributes in Turkish
using a Turkish TrueType font.  As
a result the legends, layer panels,
and InfoTip text in the atlas auto-
matically appear in Turkish with
the correct character set.

Since this is a sample atlas, only those provinces shown in orange on
the home screen are hyperlinks to layouts on the second level. These
more-detailed layouts cover the major cities of Ankara, Istanbul, Izmir,
Antalya, and the smaller provincial city of Trab-
zon.  Scale control is again used to set which
layers are visible at a particular zoom level.  The
layouts on the second atlas level include:

� scanned topographic maps
� highways, roads, and streets with labels
� prominent buildings and locations
� land use
