Choosing the right color is an important step when you cre-
ate styles for elements in geometric objects (vector, shape,
CAD, TIN). TNTmips allows you to create custom color
palettes and use them in place of the Microlmages default
palettein the Style Editor windowsfor points, lines, and poly-
gons. You can easily switch to adifferent palette at any time
by opening a Select Palettes dialog window and selecting
from ascrolled list of available pal ettes.

A custom color palette is specified in an XML file that de-
fines each palette color in one or more color systems and

indicatestherelative dimensions of the block of palette color
tiles to be shown. Microlmages has provided a number of
sampl e pal ettes that implement standard colors used in sev-
eral U.S. and Canadian government map products. These
sample files can be found in a pal ettes subdirectory within
the directory in which you installed TNTmips. Also in that
location you will find a PaletteReadM e file that documents
the required format of the palette file and tells you where to
place your own palettefilesfor use with thisand later instal -
lations of TNTmips.
