Merging LegendView Entries

The vector object illustrated uses
25 styles for the 51 different
polygon attribute values. The
attributes can be merged next to
each style sample (above) or
each can be listed separately
(right). When more than two
attribute values share the same
style, the first two are listed in the
LegendView and the remaining
are represented by an ellipsis
(..., see first polygon entry).

Turn off this option if you do not
want LegendView entries merged.
This option is on by default until
the setting is changed.

You have the option to list all
LegendView entries for any
vector object separately or to
merge LegendView entries
that use the same style for dif-
ferent attribute values, such as
soil type or state name, into a
single listing. Merging the
entries creates a more com-
pact LegendView. The
toggle to set this option is on
the Object panel of the Vec-
tor Layer Controls.

In the example illustrated at
the left, all entries fit in the
window shown when
merged; you have to
scroll to see all the
LegendView entries when
they are not merged. You
may, however, feel that
seeing all entries is more
important than compact-
ness. Remember that the
same information can be
concurrently presented as

location specific DataTips, which make a complete listing in the Legend View less important.
Your choice for the Merge duplicate styles in legend option affects multi-object legends in a layout as well as Legend-
View. If you change this setting, existing multi-object legends that use the vector will also change in the layout. If
you are including a multi-object legend in a layout, you want to decide whether or not you
want to merge entries for duplicate styles before you put much work into formatting the legend
because column breaks and other legend features will be affected by your choice. Any indi-
vidual legend entry that has had its text edited, such as that shown below at the right, will not

be changed by merging/unmerging.

The default multi-object legend text comes
directly from the LegendView including the
ellipsis for styles assigned to more than
two attribute values. You can easily edit
this default text to list all values if desired
by right-clicking on the entry you want to
change and choosing Properties.
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
