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Nebraska Land Viewer: A Sample TNTatlas®

What is this DVD?
The attached DVD is a sample only.  It is being distributed to
illustrate how image, map, and database information (geodata)
can be integrated together and distributed for easy use by the
general public.  It provides interactive use of more than one
terrabyte of map and image materials as well as links via the
Internet to the Nebraska Department of Natural Resources for
download of 1-meter resolution orthophotos for any 7.5' map
quadrangle in Nebraska.  Two sample orthophotos just as
downloaded from the DNR web site (www.dnr.state.ne.us) are
provided in the Documentation folder on this DVD.

How is this electronic publication method used?
This sample TNTatlas illustrates specific, publicly available,
high resolution imagery together with multiple location queries
based on rural knowledge of land distribution and districts.  The
TNTatlas approach is used around the world for the dissemina-
tion of many kinds of materials and projects in areas ranging
from ranch and farm management to intelligence materials.
The most common use of this FREE TNTatlas approach is for
the publication and distribution to all interested parties of the
geodata collected and analyzed for specific projects and sites
(environmental, archeological, geological, river management,
pre- and post-disaster, commercial development, and so on).

The TNTatlas software used to view and work with this
DVD is free and can be freely and widely disseminated.
All the geodata used in this particular atlas is in the public
domain.  As a result, this sample DVD can be duplicated
and redistributed without permission from MicroImages.
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Who can make these atlases?
For 20 years MicroImages has developed commercial software for the collection, analysis, and publication of
imagery, maps, databases, and other forms of georeferenced spatial data (geodata).  Our TNTatlas software used
on this DVD is one of several FREE software products we provide to our clients to disseminate their geodata and
project results to the general public.  Our commercial TNTmips® products are used by our clients to prepare
materials for distribution with the FREE TNTatlas product.  TNTmips permits every client to publish the final results
of their geodata analysis as a TNTatlas, large hardcopy maps, PDF files, via our TNTserver™, as 3D real-time
simulations, and other forms of publication.  TNTmips is in use in over 120 nations to prepare and publish materials,
such as this TNTatlas, in 27 different languages.

Can they also be accessed via the Internet?
The content of this DVD atlas has been published at www.microimages.com/product/tntatlas/AtlasSamples.htm on
the Internet without any additional preparation using MicroImages’ commercial TNTserver product. You will also find
at this location additional examples of atlases prepared by MicroImages clients ranging from vineyard assessment
in Australia to mineral exploration in Zambia.  You can explore all of Maryland in detail using images, maps, and
related property ownership, or additional images of all of Nebraska at 1-meter resolution.

Can I do more than explore?
Your initial activity in this TNTatlas will be to discover how it works
and explore around Nebraska.  However, the FREE TNTatlas
software is much more than a viewer of structured geodata.  It also
provides a variety of easy to use, interactive tools to analyze these
materials.  Yes, it will take a little time to discover how these tools
work.  The following is a brief introduction to some of these tools.  This
DVD also contains a color illustrated tutorial entitled Using TNTatlas
for X Windows on how to use these different tools.

Find Area of Interest tool.  This tool lets you search for areas
of interest in Nebraska by township/range/section, Natural
Resource District, county, city, or 7.5' quadrangle name.
Extensive help for this tool can be accessed from the Help
button in the Find Area of Interest/Download Orthoimages
window.

GeoToolbox.  This tool lets you seamlessly switch between
measuring, sketching, outlining areas, and feature selec-
tion.  You can immediately get measurements for any sketch
element you draw.  Closed shapes initially drawn for mea-
suring or as part of a sketch can also be converted to area
outlines and used for selecting other features.

The Sketch tool provides a quick and convenient means for
interpretation and annotation directly in TNTatlas.  The
Measure function provides tools that let you make various
types of measurements, such as the distance between two
points, the area and boundary length of an area you draw or
construct, and the angle between two linear features.  These
measurements are reported in the units you select, which
can be changed at any time. A tutorial booklet entitled
Sketching and Measuring is on the DVD in the Tutorial
Booklets folder.

Zoom In tool.  Using the red magnifier on the toolbar zooms
up 2X at the location you click in the view.  Using the blue
magnifier zooms in 2X around the center of the current view.

Zoom 1X tool.  Using this tool zooms you to the full resolution
image of the orthophoto image centered on the current view
center.

Zoom Box tool.  Lets you pull out an elastic box for the area
to zoom to fill the view.  Right click if it does not zoom
automatically.

GPS.  Use of GPS requires the GPS menu to set up and control
GPS devices’ parameters and the GeoToolbox to set the input
method.  Current GPS position can be tracked or a position
log file can be read to create a sketch layer.

Zoom to Location.  If you happen to know the geographic
coordinates of the location you want to see, this zoom action
lets you enter the coordinates and a scale and zoom there.

There are more tools available for use with this TNTatlas, but they
are hidden from initial view to simplify the interface.  Choose Options/
Hidden Features to see a list of tools that can be added to the icon
toolbar and items that can be added to the menus.  For example, you
can print a snapshot of the current contents of the View window.  You
can choose this option from the View menu or add the Print Snapshot
icon to your toolbar for more convenient access.

Print Snapshot.  Click on the Print Snapshot icon to print a
snapshot of what is currently in the view of your TNTatlas
window to the printer you select.

Pan View tool.  Click at a location in the view you want to move,
drag, and release where you want it to move to.  Right click
if it does not pan automatically.  This tool is useful for “driving”
from one location to another when you are zoomed in far
enough to recognize connecting roads and houses.
